Please remember the following safety tips
as you prepare to celebrate this July.

Class “C” fireworks are the only approved fireworks, by the Utah
State Fire Marshal.

NEVER allow children to light or play with fireworks of any kind.

Do not light fireworks if you’re under the influence of
drugs or alcohol.

Always light fireworks on a flat surface, never re-light a dud.
Never use fireworks in windy conditions.

Never set fireworks off within a building.

Store fireworks in a dry cool place, not in your home.

Always light fireworks with a long lighting device,

such as a punk.

Get away from the firework as soon as it is lit, and if does’t go
off, leave it alone.

Keep a water hose or bucket of water within reach when setting
off fireworks.

Never throw or point a firework at another person,
building or car.

Fireworks may only be discharged 3 days before and 3 days
after the 4th and 24th of July.

With the wet spring we have been experiencing,
weed growth will be greater than in past years and
increases the potential for a grass fre. Please be careful.
