Winter Parking Ordinance

Roy City winter parking regulations will be in effect at 
1:00 a.m. on November 15th.  On-street parking from 1:00 
a.m. - 7:00 a.m. is prohibited in Roy City from November 
15 through March 15. These restrictions are designed 
primarily to enhance snow and ice control efforts and to 
prevent accidents with parked cars. Please make every 
effort to comply with this ordinance.  Violators will be 
subject to fines between $5 and $45.

Business License Renewals

All Roy City business licenses expire on December 31, 
2009.  Renewal applications for 2010 will be mailed to 
all Roy City businesses, (including home occupations), 
the first week of December.  All license fees are due by 
January 1, 2010.  Please return your renewal application 
early to avoid late penalty fees.

Cemetery Winter Maintenance Schedule
November 1st to March 31st

The Roy City Cemetery maintenance schedule will be 
as follows: Decorations will not be removed from grave 
sites during the months of November and December.  
However, decorations will be removed by City crews on 
the last Thursday of January, February, and March.  Please 
be sure to remove decorations by the last Wednesday of 
each month to avoid having them disposed of. 

Dog License Renewal

Dog license renewal forms will be mailed to residents 
who had a dog licensed in 2009 beginning November 25, 
2009.  We encourage you to renew by mail, however you 
are welcome to come to the Municipal Center to renew 
your license beginning December 1st, 2009.  Office hours 
are Monday through Friday from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m.  
If you renew your license at the city offices, please bring 
the renewal form with you to avoid a fee of $1.00 to print 
a duplicate form.  All 2009 license expire on December 
31, 2009.  All dogs over the age of four months need to 
be licensed.  Only two (2) dogs allowed per household 
and the registering owner must be 18 years of age or 
older.  You must present a current certificate of rabies 
vaccination in order to obtain a license.  The licensing fee 
will be reduced if you have a certificate that your animal 
has been spayed or neutered.  For more information, 
please call 774-1000.
