Cemetery Maintenance Schedule

Beginning March 25" all grave decorations will be
removed by City crews every Thursday for mowing and
maintenance. If weather prevents mowing on Thursday,
maintenance will be performed on the first working day
thereafter. Please be sure to remove decorations by
Wednesday evening to avoid having them disposed of.

Cross Connections and Backflow Hazards

Every spring we face potential hazard when the
secondary water system is charged. The water pressure
in the secondary system is about 20 to 50 pounds greater
than the pressure in the culinary (drinking water) system.
If there are any sprinkling systems connected to both of
these water systems, the greater pressure in the secondary
pipe will force this raw, untreated water into the culinary
system. (Backflow)

This is not only an illegal connection, but a high hazard
to our drinking water. Secondary water contains bacteria
that is harmful if ingested into the human body.

With the snowfall we received this winter, there is the
possibility of flooding as the snow begins to melt. Here
are some things residents can do to help

protect their property from flooding.

» Keep debris out of the gutters and storm drain
grates.

» House roof gutters should be designed so the water
coming out of the down spouts is aimed away from
the home and toward the street.

» Landscaping around homes should be graded so
that water will flow away from the homes.

Roy City Public Works employees routinely inspect and
clean the storm drain system and monitor the system
during storm events. Citizens may assist by clearing
debris from storm grates until the Roy City crew can
respond. For flooding assistance or to report clogged
storm grates, call the Roy City Public Works Department
at 774-1090.
